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Now the Caribbean Mercy,  she conducted 56 field assignments in 18 Nations    
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In 1983, the Canadian ferry formerly MV Petite Forte of CN Marine was donated to Mercy Ships

Mercy 
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The Africa Mercy has greater capacity then all three previous ships combined 
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In 2015 construction start on the world’s largest civilian hospital ship the Global Mercy
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In 2018 the Global Mercy is floated for the first time
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In 2019 the Global Mercy is ready for sea trials, a truly historic moment 
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In June of 2022, the Global Mercy joins the Africa Mercy in the Port of Dakar
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2022 Two Ships, one Port, a truly humbling moment in the life of Mercy Ships
